Both libraries are located at
the second floor of the Student Hub Building in the campus with a surface area of 2291 square meters, total
students’ capacity of 300 seats and each library can accommodate approximately 150 users at the same time.
The resources include more than 75,000 print books, 700,000 eBooks and 60,000 full text journals and over 1M
electronic theses, and multidisciplinary databases with 24/7 access via the Library website.
